CHILD PROTECTION PROFESSIONAL LEARNING:

Schools seeking clarification with regard to Non-Teaching staff participation in Child Protection Professional Learning Programme:

.  Non-teaching staff who have extensive contact with students e.g. education assistants, AIEO’s, chaplains and school based community liaison officers are to attend the compulsory training.

.  Non-teaching staff who have minimal contact with students e.g. cleaners, gardeners and school registrars should be encouraged, wherever possible to participate in the full professional learning program undertaken by teaching staff.  It is necessary as a minimum for principals to be confident that all non-teaching staff, for whom they have line management responsibility, are informed of the responsibilities and procedures contained within the Child Protection policy and procedures.  

.  Non-teaching staff who have been asked to alter their time schedule in order to attend the compulsory training between 9th and 16th December, 2005, must not incur any penalty rates.
