- a copy of most recent IEP (and IBP if relevant).

YEAR 10 APPLICATIONS:

Year 10 students currently in Education Support who will need to change schools in 2006 if they are to continue in Education Support in Year 11, need to complete a Student Assessment Data File.  This information needs to be into the Canning District Education Office by the end of:

· Week 9 Term 2 (Friday 24th June 2005).

	NB: Late applications inconvenience students, parents and schools and disadvantage schools when completing the Anticipated Enrolment Form.  This time frame will enable all students to have their Year 8 or Year 11 enrolment confirmed in time for them to attend their relevant transition programs.

- a copy of IEP or IBP, if available.
