The Working with Children (Criminal Record Checking) Act 2004 was passed by State Parliament on 26 November 2004 and was proclaimed on 1 January 2006.  This important Government initiative is part of a suite of strategies to improve the protection of children in the community.  Under the legislation, people working with children in certain types of employment or volunteer work must have a national criminal record check.   Working with Children Checks for certain groups started on 1 January 2006, and will be phased-in for all others over five years.
