P/1 Resource Grant

There will continue to be limited funding available to resource schools forming mixed pre-primary and year one classes for the first time in 2007. This funding was initiated to support schools undertaking the first time formation of mixed age pre-primary/year one groups.  It is in response to a clearly identified need to resource schools in a manner that is appropriate for early childhood education.  

To be eligible for the P/1 resource grant schools must:

· operate the P/1 class in a standard classroom and be unable to access an Early Childhood Education Facility

· be operating a P/1 class for the first time in 2007, in other words the grant is not retrospective; and

· have an ongoing planning commitment to the formation of P/1 classes.
