The new secure parking system in the car park opposite the entrance to District Office became operational this week. Please note the following:
· Entrance is gained by pressing the intercom button at either of the two gates closest to Westfield Carousel and advising the concierge that you a visiting the Department of Education and Training.  The concierge will open the gate. 

· Upon departure, either ask the concierge on your way out of the building, or again press the intercom to have the gate opened to enter and collect your car.  The gate closest to the railway station is the only exit gate.  THE SENSORS ON THE INSIDE WILL OPEN THE GATE AUTOMATICALLY TO ALLOW YOU TO DRIVE OUT OF THE PARK. 

· In the case of large groups (100+) attending functions/professional development at the District Office the park may become full.  In this case the 60 roadside bays between the District Office and Westfield Carousel are free and have no time restriction. 

· The short term bays directly outside the building can only be used for drop-off and pick-up.  THIS IS BEING STRICTLY POLICED BY THE BUILDING OWNERS.
It is not anticipated that the secure parking arrangements will cause any undue inconvenience, and in terms of dealing with the ongoing problem of vandalism of vehicles, staff in the Mason Bird Building applaud the strategy.
