(2017 to 2019) made by our studem® were abeethe average progress of our like schomldNumeracywhile in
Reading we were on a par with our like schools.

2019 has seen the introduction of two new language programs. Letters and Sounds (Year K to Year 3) and Seven
Steps to Writing (PPtYear 6). We believe this will result in a more consistent approach to teaching in the English
learning areaWe will evaluate botlof these programs, underahding that it will take timdor students to

demonstrate the desiredutcomes

At the commencerant of 2019 we opened our new playground at the front of the school. It has proven to be very
popular with students.

The focus for Music at MarmidPrimary Schootontinued to be taken from

via movement, singing, playing instruments, listening to a variety of musig
learning to read and write musical notation and composing using availabl{
instruments and technologies.

Year 1 and 2 lessons used a combination of Kodaly and Orff approach with a
focus on tuned percussion, solfege and creativity. Students developeaha so
understanding of beat, rhythm and simple pitch sets as well as learning music
language to identify and describe the musical elements. We used the Pitch Hill
program to bginlearning standard notation which proved highly effective.
Students in Year 3arve introduced to the Recorder Karate program, a-self
paced motivational learning method for young recorder players. Students learn
the basic techniques of playing wind instruments using nine levels that grow in
difficulty.

Parody writing and composing was an integral part of the Year 6 program
Semester 2. Students improved their ability to use Garage Baadresans |
of recording, sampling and creating their own music.

The year finished with an incredible performance by all our Year 6 graduating
students. We created a band that included guitar, piano, tuned percussion, cajon drums and djembes and the final
performance of Lanterns was one to be remembered.

It has been another incredibly positive year and we have been fortunate to provide students with a vast array of
opportunities to express themselves musically.
