At Roseworth Education Support Centre we of
individual needs. The learning programmes in the school are linked to the Australian Curriculum.
In general, the students are working at P Levels (from the Special Education Needs Assessment
Tool), Foundation and Level 1, although a few students peak into Level 2 in their areas of strength.
At the beginning of this year, the Centre undertook a trial using the Brigance (Inventory of Early
Development IllI) Assessment Tool. This was successful and will become our main assessment
tool in the future. ABLEWA is used in the area of Personal and Social Capability. All students work
from an Individual Education Programme (IEP) and each learning area is comprehensively
reported to parents twice a year. The students integrate with the mainstream students for whole
school sport, excursions, incursions and special events. Students also share the same playground
and play equipment with their mainstream peers. On an individual basis, some students attend
mainstream classrooms for specific learning areas. Emphasis is given to enhancing social skills
and social interactions. All staff at Roseworth ESC are qualified to teach children with special
educational needs and are dedicated to ensuring the school environment provides a safe and
friendly platform to maximize learning. A variety of programmes and strategies are used including
ABA, Direct Instruction and TEACCH.

ABOUT OUR SCHOOL

Roseworth ESC has a diverse student population. Our students come from a variety of multi-
cultural backgrounds and this diversity encourages a stimulating range of learning opportunities.
Sharing our school site with Roseworth Primary School, together we create a caring and
supportive environment that provides for the best possible educational and social outcomes for all
students.

All ESC staff work collaboratively with our parents and other service providers to ensure our
students achieve optimal educational success. Current technology gives our students the
opportunity to express themselves and show their achievements in new and exciting ways.

Our primary commitment is to identify and provide opportunities for our students to develop their
individual potential.

Over the last few years, our main priority has been to develop a strong Sensory programme. An
Occupational Therapi st has been empl oy e We haee
created a dedicated Sensory room to deliver individual programmes. A wide variety of equipment
has been purchased to meet individual needs.

In 2017 all students were assessed using the Brigance Assessment Tool, providing valuable
baseline data. At the end of 2018 we will be able to provide comparison data.

OUR 2017 IEPs

The Individual Education Plan (IEP) format currently being used at Roseworth ESC is taken
directly from the Departmento f  E d u cReportignodarents - Special Educational Needs
(SEN) Planning.

The 2017 IEPs covered functional English and Mathematics, Personal and Social Capability, The
Arts, Health and Physical Education, Integrated Studies and Life Skills.

All parents/significant stakeholders were invited to attend IEP meetings with the class teacher. If
they were unable to attend at the school, they were given the option of a conference phone call.
This process was assisted by the involvement of interpreters and advocates. 97% of parents
chose to participate in the IEP meeting.
